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Abstract:

This paper attempts to outline a framework for understanding
sentences from a multifaceted and multilayered perspective, valuable for
the study of grammatical aspects of not only the written language but also
the spoken language. Regarding the multifaceted nature of sentences,

previous linguistic studies propose that there are formal aspects such as
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“syntactic structure” and “prosodic structure,” as well as content aspects
such as “meaning” and “linguistic behavior.” This paper highlights the
existence of grammatical phenomena that can be described by focusing
on the coherence of “linguistic behavior” without strictly adhering to
syntactic boundaries. Regarding the multilayered nature of sentences,
this paper proposes that “sentences,” as a type obtained by abstracting
“utterance (text)” as a token, can be divided into two levels: “discourse-
based sentences,” which incorporate discourse aspects by abstracting the
utterance (text), and “de-discourse sentences,” which discard discourse
aspects. This will enable the development of sentence research focusing
on “linguistic behavior” in a way that can coexist with the generally

accepted “meaning” oriented sentence research.
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
